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To prepare the slurry 
Wash the medium with destilled water in a glass fi lter 
(porosity less than 10 µm) to remove all ethanol. 

The volume of the fi ltered medium is easy to measure on 
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Column equilibration
Before applying the sample, equilibrate the column with 
two column volumes of eluent buff er. Longer equilibration 
may be needed with detergent solutions. Equilibrations is 
not needed between runs with the same eluent.
